Anyone that has a “COU” (company official use) phone needs to adhere to the COBC. Misuse in the COBC states: “An employee was using his Company issued cell phone for non-business purposes while away from work, after hours, during vacation and out due to illness.”


Remember this, that the phone belongs to the Company and at any time the Company has the right to take their phone and audit it. That phone does not belong to you; please do NOT use it as your personal phone.

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IN CASE OF EMERGENCY (ICE) – CELL PHONE NUMBERS


A campaign encouraging people to enter emergency contact numbers in their mobile phone’s memory under the heading ICE (In Case of Emergency) has rapidly spread throughout the world. Originally established as a nationwide campaign in the United Kingdom, ICE enables paramedics or police to be able to contact a designated relative or friend in an emergency situation. Almost everyone carries a cell phone now, and with ICE, the authorities would know immediately who to contact and would have their number. 


By adopting the ICE advice, your mobile will help the rescue services quickly contact a friend or relative, which could be vital in a life-or-death situation. It only takes a few seconds to do, and it could easily help save your life. Why not put ICE in your cell phone now?


Simply select the person to contact in case of emergency, enter him/her under the word ICE, and their telephone number. For more than one contact, enter ICE1,ICE2, ICE3, etc.


This really could save your life, or put a loved one’s mind at rest.
